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POLICY
It is the policy of the Superior-Greenstone District School Board to authorize the loan, on a
short-term basis, of school equipment for use off school premises only under specific
circumstance and with proper records and monitoring.
PROCEDURES
1.0 Authority
The Principal of each school is the only local employee authorized to loan equipment.
Should the Principal feel at any time that the loaning of equipment is not in the best
interests of the school, students or the Board, the Principal has the authority to refuse
the request.
2.0 Types of Loans
2.1 Inter-School
The sharing of equipment between local schools within the Board in a community
is to be encouraged, especially in instances where one unit may serve the needs
of more than one school.
2.2 "Community" Loans
Equipment may be loaned to community organizations when its use is for an
educational or otherwise beneficial community purpose, as determined by the
Principal.

3.0 Responsibility of Borrower

In all cases, the borrower signing for the loan must assume full responsibility for repair or
replacement in the event of damage or loss.

A responsible adult must sign for equipment.
