If you have symptoms of COVID-19



ensure sufficient staffing levels, workers in these settings will have the opportunity to
return to work early on day seven of their isolation with a negative PCR test, or two
negative rapid antigen tests on day six and seven. If you live in a high-risk setting, you
should isolate regardless of vaccination status.

If you have had a positive COVID-19 test (PCR or antigen) in the last 90 days, collected
on or after December 20, 2021, and are asymptomatic, you do not have to self-isolate
as a close contact or household contact, and you can continue to work, attend or
volunteer in a highest
