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POLICY 
 
The Superior-Greenstone District School Board is committed to providing and maintaining a 
healthy and safe environment for all students and staff.  In particular, this includes all those who 
may be susceptible to anaphylaxis. 



¶ A system that ensures that a comprehensive and current file that contains relevant 
treatment information and a copy of any prescriptions and instructions from the pupil’s 
medical practitioner is kept on each identified anaphylactic student. 

¶ A system that maintains a current emergency contact list for each identified anaphylactic 
student. 

 

¶ Storage for additional epinephrine auto injectors. 
 

¶ Registration procedures that require that parents supply information on life-threatening 
allergies. 

 
 
Every school principal shall: 
 

¶ Ensure that the necessary Forms related to medical/health issues are completed and 
updated annually. 

 
The Individual Plan shall include: 
 

¶ Details informing school staff and others who are in direct contact with the student on a 
regular basis of the type of allergy, monitoring and avoidance strategies and appropriate 
treatment. 

 

¶ A readily accessible emergency procedure for the student, including emergency contact 
information.
